THE VISIT AND PRESENTATION OF GERMAN GROUP IN ALBANIA

“Opportunities of the Exploitation of Hydro energetic Resources in Albania”.

A special interest was shown towards the German Companies. In this Workshop Mr. Markus
Rudel, Head of Communication Department presented “The Ruhr River Association. Mr. Peter
Klein, Head of Reservoir Division presented “The Reservoir System of the Ruhr River
Association”. Mr. Christian Heitefuss, Head of Dam Operations of the Ruhr River Association
presented:

e The role of Hydropower at our Reservoir System

The role of Hydropower in Germany

e The role of Power Companies in Germany

e Major Engineering Consulting Firms in German
¢ Installing Hydropower Plants at existing Dams
e Rehabilitation of Dams under full Operation

At the end of this Workshop, the Representative of “RWE” presented the main objectives of this
company. “‘RWE” is one of the top 3 European Utilities in Electricity and Gas. One of their main
interest was the planning and construction of a New Plant at an existing Weir, with capacities
from 1 MW to 153 MW.

With the initiative of Regionalverbands Ruhr (RVR), on 6-7 of March 2007, a high rank of
Albanian delegation visited Ruhrverband. Part of this delegation was the Chairman of the
National Agency of Natural Resources, Mr. Milo Kuneshka.

After the mutual presentation of enterprises and their interest areas, the Albanian delegation
visited the main reservoir, purification implant, Baldeney dyke and the Hydro-plant Implant.

Albanian Delegation was interested in maintenance, renovation and dyke construction and the
overcoming of the difficult energetic situation through the development of the dependence from
out of the country, and the improvement of the existing dyke management and the construction
of new ones.

In base of this special Albanian Delegation interest, Prof. Morgenschweis and Mr.Heitefuss
made a presentation of the experiences, activities and the century expertizes of Ruhrverband.

Further visit of RVR is expected to be accomplished here in Albania, with the scope of seeing
the problems at close quarters.
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
