In framework of the Adriatic-Ionian Programme INTERREG V-B Transnational 2014-2020 with reference number “539” will develop the project: Fostering diffusion of Heating & Cooling technologies using the seawater pump in the Adriatic-Ionian Region

 “SEADRION” focus on supporting the development of a regional innovation system for the Adriatic-Ionian Region.

The recent Heating and Cooling Strategy from Commission indicated that emissions related to energy used for heating and cooling of buildings can be significantly reduced with technologies which use renewable energy sources and have high efficiency. Taking this into consideration the SEADRION project aim to support the development of a regional innovation system for the Adriatic-Ionian area with the installation of 3 renewable energy facilities in the public buildings located in Greece and western and south part of Adriatic Croatia. These facilities are seawater heat pump, an innovation system that uses the thermal energy contained in a reservoir (sea) to achieve the cooling and thermal energy in the buildings which are close to the sea. 
The main objective of the SEADRION is to identify benefits and barriers associated with the use of this technology and to find a system solution designed to improve the use of the seawater heat pump technology and to make the building's energy self-sufficient and independent of fossil fuels. The main outputs of the SEADRION project are transnational seawater heat pump network to support sustainable development in ADRION region, science and technology cooperation between research institutions and enterprises to enhance innovation capacity of the heat pump sector with the aim to enhance their innovation skills, capacities and competencies and common strategy to enhance the use of seawater heat pump based heating and cooling in ADRION region.   
The project's partnership is well balanced and consistent with the SEADRION scope and guarantees a wide coverage of the ADRION programme area. ALBANIAN NATIONAL AGENCY will assure the analysis and the study of the potential diffusion of the technologies in the national coast.

In concrete, the project results will constitute a common technical basis for the legislative bodies and regulators, as well as for the sectorial industries, on the exploitation of the seawater as a source of alternative energy, which have not been well developed yet for the whole area of the Adriatic-Ionian. Exploitation of the sea water as an alternative energy source represents a strategic potential for all Adriatic countries regardless of political boundaries in becoming more independent in terms of energy supply. With this approach, transnational cooperation will contribute to develop strategic planning aspects. Guidelines on the exploitation of the seawater energy as an alternative energy for designers, engineers, as well as for planners and energy managers will be prepared for the entire project area regardless of political boundaries.
Specific targets of external expertize will be for the preparation of Management Project – (WP1) State of the art analysis, network building and strengthening - WP2, SEADRION pre-feasibility box - WP4, and Communication - WP5 as follows:

WP4 SEADRION pre-feasibility box  

· The external expert will collect data and analyze seawater temperature changes in summer-winter period, the temperature in different areas and in different depths of the sea. Data will be used for comparison with pilot plant temperatures.
· Assistance for analysis of the selected building. External expert will analyze operation, investment cost for seawater plant, environmental and economic benefits of new system and will recommend solution for implementation.

WP5 Communication 

· Open day  and workshop organization

· Printing of dissemination material (Printing of brochures, booklets and other small dissemination materials.)
